Israel – Los Angeles. The strong grassroots momentum continues to move in 

Chiang’s direction as the California Democratic Party convenes in San Diego

As both California state treasurer and formerly as state controller, John Chiang 

has fought for investments to finance affordable housing and protect 

California’s environment: 

   

• As state treasurer, Chiang has been the state’s leader in working to fund 

affordable housing, and revamped his office’s affordable housing 

programs, increasing development by 80% since 2014.

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• Chiang is convening California’s first Green Bond Symposium next week 

to come up with ways to turbocharge the innovative, new green bond 

market, with an eye toward unlocking its potential to pay for billions of 

dollars in investments in our green infrastructure. 

• Chiang voted against offshore oil drilling off the coast of Santa Barbara 

as a member of the State Land’s Commission. 

• Chiang received the California League of Conservation Voters’ 

Environmental Leadership Award in 2012.
