In 2018, Foley ran a successful citywide campaign in Costa Mesa - which
represents 10.1% of voters in the 37th Senate District - garnering a substantial
59.5% of the citywide vote. Helping propel her triumph is the fact that for the
first time in its 60-year history, Costa Mesa's voter registration numbers now
show more registered Democrats than any other political party within the
city. Significantly in 2016, Hillary Clinton defeated Donald Trump by 6-points
in SD-37, winning 50% to 44%, which underscores the ripe opportunity to flip

this Senate seat red-to-blue.

Katrina Foley is a community leader, successful businesswoman, working mom
and attorney who became Costa Mesa’s first directly elected Mayor in
November 2018. Foley also served as Mayor in 2016-2017, and has been on the
Costa Mesa City Council for 10 years. Previously, she served on the Newport
Mesa Unified School District Board of Trustees from November 2010 to

November 2014.
